The Board/Organization Creation Process
Statement & Volunteer Philosophy:
Helping to lead, sponsor and serve on my high school’s 20-year class reunion planning committee has been one of the most interesting and challenging endeavors that I have ever been fortunate to participate in. When a select number of classmates began to kick around ideas for our twenty year class reunion on Facebook I was immediately very interested in seeing the reunion happen. I also wanted to see the 20-year reunion happen in our hometown of Little Rock, Arkansas. A number of classmates were also expressing interest in a “class cruise option.” So when the “all volunteer committee/board” came together we settled on both a Little Rock reunion and a cruise option in an attempt to appease as many classmates as possible. I played a very large role in both team selection as well as official role assignment, but as for venues, dates and menu’s, etc. I left those responsibilities up to the other members of our 20-year reunion organizing team.
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Ramping up Key Team Appointments:
Team appointment was divided up into 5 specific areas: (1) Reunion Finance, (2) Cruise Option, (3) Reunion Registration, (4) Little Rock Event and (5) overall reunion operations.

Classmate (and fraternity brother) Mr. Henry Brooks stepped up to chair the reunion accounting and finance unit/department. Henry has a background in finance and accounting; classmate Ms. Pamela Hopkins stepped up to head the cruise option of the reunion and co-chair the Little Rock events operation; classmate Ms. Evelyn James took on the overall responsibility of managing and maintaining the Little Rock events and I chaired the overall reunion operations which were both  extremely educational as well as exceptionally challenging at times, but I am pleased to report that we got through it all and the reunion was/is an absolute smash hit and success because of all of our collective efforts! The classmate who was originally in charge of the registration phase of the reunion wasn’t able to complete that task and resigned from the board about 2/3rds of the way through. I stepped into that role and made up the difference when she resigned and was not able to complete the monumental registration task. Handling most if not all of the reunion registration (and billing) was not only a learning curve for me, but it also required and demanded at times a large amount of my time personally, patience and compassion in dealing with all kinds of registration and financial related issues, comments and/or concerns. At the end of the day it all got done. The collection rate for all registration accounts was/is right at 98% and the attendance rate is estimated at about 90%. We only had one account to my knowledge that did not perform at all and all but 3 registrants did not attend for whatever reason.
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Registration Form:
The registration form was designed largely by me and approved by the other committee members before publishing and making it available to the classmates. Classmate and board/committee member Ms. Pamela Hopkins stepped up to serve as the official PO BOX checker and check depositor for all mailed in registrations. Pam or her husband would periodically check the PO BOX and make deposits periodically and then let me know about mailed in registrations by email, phone and/or text so that I could keep the official registration and billing records as accurate and up to date as possible almost daily. This was a BIG help. The initial three page reunion registration form is included in its entirety in the pages following. I employed a MS Excell spread sheet to help keep track of all interested classmates and guests, children, addresses, email, phone, balance, tee shirt color, dinner order, and any other instructions/notes that needed to be considered and/or collected. The final tee-shirt design and order proof from our official reunion tee shirt/screen printing supplier: BOLD Screen Printing (out of California) is below. There was about a three week lead time necessary from the time that the official tee shirt order was placed until the official shipment arrival in Arkansas. The shirts were received literally about 3 to 4 days before the Little Rock phase reunion kickoff. This entire process operated like a well oiled machine, it had to in order to stay on track!

· The 20-year class reunion tee shirt design/logo is by classmate Patrick Ishee
· Tee shirts will be printed in adult and children sizes

· Two color ink single sided (front only)

· Shirt colors are either red or blue with white plus one additional ink color (to make it POP!)
· Shirts will be available during the welcoming/reunion registration event at Parkview
· The reunion group order form is found at the end of this registration packet (on page 3)
· PV93.org™ can not be responsible for any tee shirts that are not picked up after the reunion
· All paid registrations include a tee shirt (children tees and additional adult orders are extra)

Early on in the reunion planning process, classmate and board member, Ms. Evelyn James set up an online Facebook group for our class and another for a Pulaski countrywide ’93 classes Facebook group.
